June 14th is the birthday of Karl Landsteiner, an Austrian physician and biologist who 

discovered the ABO blood groups in 1901. 

He also helped identify the Rhesus factor in 1937, which allows physicians to transfuse 

blood without risking the patient's life. 

What are the goals of WBDD?

      To thank blood donors for their life-saving gifts of blood 

      To encourage more people to donate blood voluntarily and unpaid
